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This legislation is another great example of what we have been able to do on the Science and Technology Committee by working together in a bipartisan manner.  Led by Chairman Gordon and working with Ranking Member Hall, I hope that we can continue this cooperation on other critical issues related to America’s future technological competitiveness. 

The H-Prize Act has great potential to solve our great our energy challenge.  But perhaps the H-prize may be most important in spurring the imagination of our most valuable resource, our youth.  In the 1970s there was great excitement about solar power as an alternative energy source.   In my 8th Grade Science Fair project I examined solar energy, because I was excited by what I was reading and hearing about the possibilities.  Unfortunately, our interest in alternative energy sources seemed to fall off.  We cannot afford to let that happen again.  Perhaps there is a student out there today whose imagination will be sparked by the H-prize, and that child may become an engineer or a scientist or an entrepreneur who plays a hand in the next great technological breakthrough.
